Step 4:  Fit the Self Tappers TAPPING

The Self Tapping Bolts go into the Upper most hole
of the brackets. These screws are not structual but
they prevent the bracket from slipping down

STEP 5: On some models you may have to straighten
one of the four Brackets. If Neccessary, Slide a lenght
of pipe over the bracket and pull the Bracket down
+/- mm or 1/4”
