Wash the underside of the vehicle and sills if dirty

Note: All 2007 GMC / Chevy and some older vehicles
have factory pre - drilled holes with threaded weld nuts
for your running boards, additional holes may have to be
drilled and self taping screws may have to be used.

Step 1: Fit Brackets Loosely A

Attach 4 brackets per side under the cab,
with one 8mm bolt and washer on the upper
inside of the sill and attach one 8mm bolt,
nut and washer through the lower sill lip. (Fig 1)
If there is no threaded weld nut at “A” use

the self tappers supplied.

Step 2: Fit Mud flaps and arrange running board mounting

Bolts. Fit the mud flaps by means of the Phillips screws
supplied; also fasten the filler strip to the mud flap with
the Phillips screws already inserted into the side of the
mud flap. (Fig 2)

Step 3: Fit the running boards to vehicle
Lay the running boards on the loosely attached brackets.
Slide 2 x 6mm “T” bolts to each bracket, remember 2 spare
bolts for the brackets under the load box, this to be fitted last.
It will help to tilt the board up at 45 degree angle. Fit the rear
émm bolts in each bracket slot, then lay the board down and
fit the 6mm bolt in the front slot of the bracket. Loosely fit the
6mm washers and nuts. Align the board between the
wheel arches. (Fig 3)
